3. Give reasons why you think tithing is necessary. 

 
4. In Deuteronomy 8:11-20 we read how Moses warns the children of Israel not to forget 

the Lord and all His good deeds when they prosper. How can you prevent this from 
happening in your own life? 

 
5. Explain what you understand by ‘giving over and above’ and share with the group if 

you have ever done it. Read 1 Chronicles 29:1-3, 10-17 
 

6. What is the main motivation for your giving to this building campaign? 

 
 

C. Take Home 
Read James 1:17 
Take stock of your life and consider the sources you have established along the way. If 
these sources are not God, then we can we can refer to them as idols. Let us prune all 
these fake sources (idols) and change our mindsets and attitudes by acknowledging Gods 
hand in everything we own. We need to die daily to self and make deliberate 
acknowledgments of Gods providence in our lives.  
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
